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A Message from our Worshipful Master

My Dear Brethren,

March holds quiet but meaningful symbolism within the Masonic tradition.
Though not formally designated as a “Masonic month,” its themes resonate
deeply with the allegorical framework of the Craft.

Foremost is the Vernal Equinox, occurring around March 20-21, when light and
darkness stand in perfect balance. For a Mason, this equilibrium mirrors the
moral and spiritual balance symbolized by the Square and Compasses. The
equinox also heralds the increasing dominance of light over darkness — a
powerful reflection of the initiate’s journey from ignorance to illumination. Just
as the rising sun in the East opens the lodge and begins the labor of the day,
spring opens the season of renewal and growth.

Historically, March was the first month of the ancient Roman calendar,
representing beginnings and renewed labor after winter's dormancy. In a
symbolic sense, it reminds the Mason that improvement is cyclical; each year
offers another opportunity to refine the rough ashlar of character.

Even the Ides of March, marked by the fall of Julius Caesar, offers contemplative
lessons on mortality, loyalty, and the fleeting nature of worldly power —
themes that echo through Masonic teachings about fidelity and the eternal
nature of virtue.

Thus, March becomes a month of balance, renewal, and reflection — a fitting
season for a Mason to recommit himself to light, labor, and moral growth.

Marzo posee un simbolismo discreto pero significativo dentro de la tradicién
masonica. Aunque no esta formalmente designado como un “mes masoénico”,
sus temas armonizan profundamente con el marco alegoérico de la Orden.

Ante todo, el Equinoccio de Primavera, que ocurre alrededor del 20-21 de
marzo, momento en que la luz y la oscuridad se encuentran en perfecto
equilibrio. Para un Masén, este balance refleja el equilibrio moral y espiritual
simbolizado por la Escuadra y el Compas. El equinoccio también anuncia el
predominio creciente de la luz sobre la oscuridad — una poderosa imagen del
camino del iniciado desde la ignorancia hacia la iluminacién. Asi como el sol
naciente en el Oriente abre la Logia e inicia las labores del dia, la primavera
inaugura la estacion de renovacion y crecimiento.

Histéricamente, marzo fue el primer mes del antiguo calendario romano,
representando comienzos y el retorno al trabajo después del letargo del
invierno. En sentido simbdlico, recuerda al Masén que el perfeccionamiento es
ciclico; cada afio ofrece una nueva oportunidad para pulir la piedra bruta del
caracter.

Incluso los Idus de Marzo, marcados por la caida de Julio César, ofrecen
lecciones de reflexién sobre la mortalidad, la lealtad y la naturaleza efimera del
poder terrenal — temas que resuenan en las ensefianzas masoénicas acerca de
la fidelidad y la naturaleza eterna de la virtud.

Asi, marzo se convierte en un mes de equilibrio, renovacién y reflexiéon — una

estacion apropiada para que el Mason renueve su compromiso con la luz, el
trabajo y el crecimiento moral.
